CIRCULAR E16 OF 2020

PRESCRIBED LITERATURE: NOVEMBER 2021 AND JUNE 2022 GRADE 12 EXAMINATIONS

This Circular relates to the prescribed literature for all official languages for the November
2021 and June 2022 Grade 12 Examinations.

Given the challenges posed by the COVID-19 pandemic, the Department of Basic Education
(DBE) has taken a decision to postpone the introduction of new literature to the November
2022 examinations.

With the exception of South African Sign Language Home Language (SASL HL), the Grade
12 literature question papers for all official languages (Paper 2) for the November 2021 and
June 2022 Grade 12 Examinations will be based on the literature that is prescribed for the
November 2020 and June 2021 examinations. Therefore, it must be noted that the list of
prescribed literature for the November 2021 and the June 2022 examinations is the same as
per Circular E19 of 2018.

In the case of SASL HL, as indicated in Circular S2 of 2018, the minimum requirements for
the prescribed literature for Grade 12 could not be met and this was due to a lack of the

availability of literature in SASL HL. Since 2018, the DBE has selected specific texts from
